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Hon’ble Speaker Sir,

I lay on the table of the House the Budget of the State of Manipur for the
financial year 2025-26.

2.  Consequent to the Proclamation issued under Article 356 of the
Constitution, the powers of the Legislature of the State of Manipur are
exercisable by or under the authority of Parliament. The Budget of the State of
Manipur for the financial year 2025-26 is, therefore, being placed before this

August House.

3. Vote-on-account for the first six months of this financial year 2025-26 was
passed by this House in March. Now, the full budget for this year is placed for

consideration and passing by this House.

4. In this budget, the Government of India is providing a special package of
Rs. 2198 crore to aid Manipur in its recovery. This includes support for those
internally displaced, asset creation for rehabilitation efforts, security expenses
and prepayment of high interest loans. In addition, to give a push to capital
expenditure in the State, an additional allocation of Rs. 700 crore under Special
Assistance to States for Capital Investment (SASCI) has been provided. The
total special grant of Rs. 2898 crore will be of massive support to Manipur as it

works towards economic recovery.

Budget Estimates 2025-26

5. Hon’ble Speaker, let me turn to the Budget Estimates for the year 2025-
26.



6.  The total receipts are estimated at Rs. 30,276 crore. The revenue receipts
are estimated at Rs. 21,439 crore and capital receipts at Rs. 8,837 crore. Total
estimates of State’s own tax and non-tax receipts are Rs. 1,901 crore and Rs.

302 crore respectively.

7.  For the year 2025-26, I am proposing a total expenditure of Rs. 29,988
crore out of the Consolidated Fund of the State. Total Revenue Expenditure is

estimated at Rs. 19,496 crore. Capital outlay is estimated at Rs. 4,040 crore.

8.  Let me sum up by highlighting the likely fiscal position during the year.
Fiscal deficit is estimated at 3.49 % of the GSDP. During 2025-26, the total
outstanding debt as a percentage of GSDP is projected at 37 %.

9. Mr. Speaker Sir, with this, I commend the Budget of the State of Manipur
for 2025-26 to this August House.
