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Speaker Sir,

With your permission, I rise to present the full Budget of the State of Manipur for the
year 202627 before this August House.

I will briefly highlight its key features. The detailed provisions and scheme-wise
information are contained in the annexure enclosed with this speech.

Sir, with the improvement in the law-and-order situation in the State, there is
considerable progress in the State in all aspects. For this, I would like to express my
gratitude to the people of the State who understand that maintaining peaceful
atmosphere is in everyone’s interest. I would also take this opportunity to express my
appreciation of the enormous efforts put in by the Government of India to restore
normalcy in the State.

With pick up in the economic activities, the State’s Own revenue collection is clearly
on a growth trajectory. The State’s own revenue collection is estimated to increase
significantly from Rs. 2087 crore in 2024-25 to Rs. 2887 crore in 2026-27, which is
a growth of over 38% in just two years.

During the current year, the Government of India extended special package amounting
to Rs. 2198 crore to assist the State for pre-payment of high interest-bearing loans,
security-related expenditure, charges for central para military force deployment,
and support for the rehabilitation of IDPs.

The assistance has not only helped in the rehabilitation effort of the state government
but has also ensured that development spending is not pre-empted by increasing
revenue expenditure. The Central Government has assured all necessary support in the
new financial year 2026-27 as Manipur continues on this road of peace and economic
recovery.

We remain determined to increase our revenues and rationalise expenditures, while
ensuring that growth enhancing capital expenditure are not affected. As part of the
Union Government’s initiative to strengthen public financial management in the
country, we have also introduced SNA-SPARSH mode of fund release mechanism of
CSS funds, which will help in efficient and timely utilization of CSS funds.

Sir, our primary concern today is expediting the rehabilitation and resettlement
process of the Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs). As I have mentioned, the
Government of India has extended considerable support and assistance in this regard.
During the current year, assistance has been provided towards support for
construction of permanent houses, compensation for loss of personal belongings
and movable assets and assistance for renovation and repair of partially damaged
houses of the IDPs.
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For the fiscal year 2026-27, all necessary support will be provided for the rehabilitation
and resettlement of IDPs and an amount of Rs. 734 crore has been provided in the
budget for this purpose.

The Government remains committed to empowering women economically. For this, a
scheme for economic empowerment of women through self-help groups will be
launched this year. This scheme will benefit about 3.5 lakh women across the state
and financial assistance will be provided over a period 3 years. In the first year, an
amount of Rs. 10,000 will be provided to each woman beneficiary through DBT. An
amount of Rs. 350 crore has been provided in the budget.

Strengthening connectivity is another priority of this Government. Apart from
expansion of existing roads, upgradation and strengthening of roads, we will also ensure
maintenance of existing roads through adequate funding. For this, we have provided a
sum of Rs. 914 crore in BE 2026-27. This will be supplemented by resources under
MoRTH funding, NESIDS scheme of DoNER and SASCI for the road sector.

During the current year, we also plan to clear all existing backlogs of retirement benefits
of our employees which are due for payments. For this, we have provided necessary
funds in RE 2025-26.

The Central Finance Commission transfers accounts for more than 40 percent of our
total revenue receipts. Therefore, Finance Commission award is critically important for
us. The 16" Finance Commission Report was tabled in the Parliament on 1% February,
2026. The Award period covers the period 2026-27 to 2030-31. We have provided in
the Budget, the tax transfers and grants allotted for Manipur during the ensuing fiscal
year 2026-27.

The State Government will undertake several initiatives across sectors throughout the
state with the objective of accelerating growth, creating employment opportunities—
particularly for the youth—and improving the quality of life of the people. We will
continue to carry forward these efforts with greater vigor and determination.

In the ensuing fiscal year 2026-27, particular emphasis has been placed on
strengthening connectivity, skill development, women entrepreneurship, tourism
promotion, drinking water supply, irrigation systems, and urban and district
headquarters infrastructure development, among others.
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Revised Estimates 2025-26 & Budget Estimates 2026-27

Hon’ble Speaker, let me highlight to Revised Estimates for the year 2025-26. The
total receipts are estimated at Rs.32,366 crore. The revenue receipts are estimated at
Rs.22,835 crore and capital receipts at Rs.9237 crore. Total estimates of State’s own
tax and non-tax receipts are Rs.1934 crore and Rs.450 crore respectively.

Regarding total expenditure, an amount of Rs.32,436 crore is proposed. Out of this,
Revenue Expenditure is Rs.20,767 crore and capital outlay is estimated at Rs.4761
crore.

Fiscal deficit for RE 2025-26 is estimated at 5.4% of GSDP and outstanding debt at
40% of GSDP.

Hon’ble Speaker, let me turn to the Budget Estimates for the year 2026-27.
The total receipts are estimated at Rs. 32,339 crore. The revenue receipts are estimated

at Rs. 23,102 crore and capital receipts at Rs. 9237 crore. Total estimates of State’s
own tax and non-tax receipts are Rs. 2437 crore and Rs. 450 crore respectively.

For the 2026-27 BE, I am proposing a total expenditure of Rs. 30,356 crore. Total
Revenue Expenditure is estimated at Rs. 19,807 crore. Capital outlay is estimated at
Rs. 4716 crore.

Let me sum up by highlighting the likely fiscal position during the ensuing year. Fiscal
deficit is estimated at 2.07 % of the GSDP. During 2026-27, the total outstanding debt
as a percentage of GSDP is projected at 39%.

Speaker Sir, with this, I commend the Budget of the State of Manipur for RE 2025-26
and BE 2026-27 to this August house.

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Annexure
State’s Finances

During 2023-24, resource mobilization in the State was severely affected due to the
prevailing situation in the State. With improvement in the overall situation, there has
been gradual increase in the State’s own resource collection. The State’s own revenue
collection increased from Rs. 1432 crore in 202324 to Rs. 2087 crore in 2024-25.
During 2025-26 RE and 202627 BE, with renewed efforts to raise additional
resources, we expect the collection to further improve to Rs. 2384 crore and Rs. 2887
crore respectively. The State Government is also undertaking measures to augment
resources through excise duties, property taxes, forestry, user charges etc. These efforts
will strengthen the State’s finances and provide the necessary resources to meet our
developmental needs.

The Government of India extended special package amounting to Rs. 2198 crore
during 2025-26 to assist the State towards pre-payment of high interest-bearing loans,
security-related expenditure, charges for Central Paramilitary Force deployment, and
support for the rehabilitation of IDPs. Through this fiscal support, the State
Government has repaid Rs. 642 crore to HUDCO, which was availed for undertaking
important infrastructure projects. This is expected to result in annual savings of around
Rs. 80 crore to Rs. 100 crore that would otherwise have been incurred towards
repayment of loans to HUDCO.

Due to our sincere efforts to increase revenue and rationalise expenditure, our fiscal
deficit has come down from 6.35% of GSDP in 2020-21 to 4.16% in 2024-25, while
we have been able to sustain our capital outlay at 5% of GSDP. During 2025-26 RE
and 2026-26 BE, we expect fiscal deficit to be 5.49% and 2.07% respectively. The
increase in fiscal deficit during 2025-26 RE is mainly due to additional provision for
payment of pension backlog of Rs.537 crore during the current year and provision for
recouping Contingency Fund of the State as per Rules. Similarly, we have brought
down our debt level from 44.28% of GSDP in 2020-21 to 41.44% of GSDP in 2024-
25. We propose to further reduce it to 40.53% during 2025-26 RE and 39.14% in 2026-
27 BE.

In line with the directions of the Government of India, we have also adopted the SNA
SPARSH system for fund transfers in respect of Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS).
Under this system, Departments are required to make concerted efforts to avail and
utilize the funds allocated to them under the CSS being implemented by them. Unlike
the earlier modality of CSS fund transfers, under this new regime funds will not be
front-loaded but will be released based on the actual requirements of the Departments.
In this system, Departments are required to create the necessary liabilities and
subsequently claim the funds from the Government of India. Speed and agility in
processing claims will therefore be crucial for timely availability of Central funds.
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Assistance for IDPs

During the current financial year 2025-26, the Government of India approved Rs.119
crore under the Special Packages for payment of Top-up support @ Rs.1.70 lakh per
household for construction of 7,000 permanent houses of Internally Displaced People
in Manipur. This is over and above Rs.1.30 lakh per household sanctioned by Rural
Development Ministry under PMAY- G Scheme. The Government of India has already
released 50% of the amount sanctioned i.e. Rs.59.50 crore. The Government of India
has also approved another Rs.70 crore under Scheme for compensation towards loss
of personal belongings and movable assets for 7,000 fully burnt houses of IDPs. Under
this Scheme, Rs.1 lakh per household shall be given to 7,000 fully burnt houses of IDPs.
50% of the amount has been released by Government of India.

Another Rs.60 crore is approved by the Government of India for payment of financial
assistance@ Rs.75,000/- per household for renovation and repairing of 8,000 partially
damaged houses of Internally Displaced Persons in Manipur. 50% of the sanctioned
amount has been released by Government of India.

An amount of Rs.274 crore has been sanctioned for creation of community assets in
resettled villages under the Special Packages. This fund shall be used for relief and
rehabilitation of the IDPs. During 2026-27 BE, a sum of Rs. 734 crore has been
provided for rehabilitation of IDPs for housing top up and other assets.

16" Finance Commission Award (2026-2031)

The 16" Central Finance Commission Report was tabled in the Parliament on 1°
February, 2026. The Award period covers the period 2026-27 to 2030-31. During the
Award period, the State is estimated to receive Rs.65385 crore as share in Central
Taxes. In addition, there is an allocation of Rs.1871 crore as local bodies grant and
Rs.288 crore as Disaster Response grant for the entire Award period.

Important Initiatives

After a gap of two years the Manipur Shirui Lily festival was celebrated in May,2025
and was well received by the people. For development of infrastructure for Shirui
heritage village and Bakshi ground, a sum of Rs.15 crore has been provided under
SASCI 2025-26. This will enable the area to host tourists throughout the year,
especially during the festival season.

Manipur hosted the 68th National School Games in April 2025, with over 1,600 athletes
from 34 States and Union Territories participating. The State Government continues to
support the promotion of sports and development of sports infrastructure through
schemes such as Khelo India, SASCI, and programmes of the Ministry of DoNER.
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Manipur also co-hosted the 134th edition of the Durand Cup in 2025. Under SASCI
2025-26, the Government of India has sanctioned the upgradation of the Cycling
Velodrome at Khuman Lampak Sports Complex and the development of Sports
Complexes at Kangpokpi, Tamenglong, and Kakching.

Air connectivity is crucial for Manipur. Helicopter services supported by the MHA and
under the RCS—UDAN scheme provide quick and affordable connectivity between
distant district headquarters. Further, the State Government has introduced additional
flight routes with viability gap funding to cater to increasing demands for air travel. In
the 2026-27 BE, Rs. 17.20 crore has been provided as VGF for helicopter services and
passenger flight services. Another Rs. 10 crore for Helicopter-cum-Dispensary
Services is provided in the budget.

Upgradation of the security apparatus, including infrastructure and equipment is a
critical need, considering the security challenges faced by the state. Continuous support
is being provided for the state police, with an allocation of Rs. 3626 crore in 2026-27
BE.

Education remains a priority sector, with support through Centrally Sponsored Schemes
such as Samagra Shiksha, PM Poshan, PM SHRI, and PM USHA, along with State
initiatives like the School and College Fagathansi Missions and the Merit Scholarship
Scheme.

Drinking water and sanitation is another important sector. Funding for drinking water
supply in Manipur is provided through various programmes such as the Jal Jeevan
Mission, AMRUT and Externally Aided Projects (EAPs).

To ensure proper of road infrastructure particularly in the rural areas, additional
provision of Rs. 60 crore each in 2025-26 RE and 2026-27 BE have been provided
under the Manipur Rural Road Maintenance Policy.

Scheme for Special Assistance to States for Capital Investment (SASCI)

The Scheme for Special Assistance to States for Capital Investment (SASCI),
launched in 2020, provides 50-year interest-free loans to promote capital expenditure
by States without affecting their normal borrowing limits. Since 2020, the State
Government has availed about Rs. 3570 crore under this scheme, for critical
infrastructure projects in sectors such as - education, health, water supply, irrigation,
connectivity, and security, many of which are currently under implementation.

Projects under SASCI cover both Hills and Valley districts. Important projects in
include the following - District Youth Skilling, Entrepreneurship and Employment
Centres in 6 locations ; Catchment area treatment and protection along with restoration
of reservoir capacity of Singda Dam; Construction of 33/11 KV substations at 14
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location; Boys and Girls Hostel at Maram; Construction of rigid pavement in hill
districts ; Improvement of road from Mao to Kedima on Manipur Nagaland border ;
Construction of incubation centres for handloom and handicraft (Churachandpur ,
Ukhrul) ; Infrastructure support to Government Colleges under ““ College Fagathansi
Mission” ;Construction of new Mini Secretariat ; Establishment of 5 cold storage units
; Construction of Government residential quarters at new Checkon, etc. Under
additional allocation for Part I of the Scheme, a number of significant Projects have
been approved and fund sanctioned — Water supply scheme for Ukhrul District
Headquarters from Khangkhui Khunou village incorporating Tourism aspects;
Improvement of Churachandpur Ring Road; Improvement of Sapermeina to Ekou
Road; Infrastructure creation for District Administration of new districts and also
improving the district police infrastructure in new districts, etc.

Government of India is continuing the SASCI projects in 2026-27 and the State will
receive its allocation as per the existing norms.

Externally Aided Projects

The State Government has prioritized Externally Aided Projects (EAPs), as they enable
funding of major infrastructure projects, with the Central Government bearing 90% of
the loan for North Eastern and hilly States like Manipur.

Currently, there are 7 (seven) EAPs under implementation with a total project cost of

Rs. 9647 crore. These projects cover varied sectors, including connectivity, water
supply, sanitation, irrigation and watershed management. These include the (1) Manipur
Water Supply Project (ii) Forest Management Project (iii) Dam Rehabilitation and
improvement Project (iv) Imphal Sewerage Project Phase-II (v) Lamphelpat Waterbody
Rejuvenation Project (vi) Manipur Infotech Development (MiND) Project (vii)
Manipur Urban Road, Drainage and Asset Management Improvement Project

Under Externally Aided Projects, we are implementing “Rigid Pavements for Imphal
City” at a cost of Rs. 3647 crore. Concrete road pavements in the hill district
headquarters will also be taken up.

For the financial year 2026-27 an allocation of about Rs. 1363 crore has been provided
in the budget for Externally Aided Projects, to ensure that projects are implemented
smoothly.

From April 2026 new funding window for Externally Aided Projects will open up. We
are planning to take up projects which will positively impact the development trajectory
of our State. We will consult all stakeholders to ensure that the best projects are taken

up.
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Funding from Ministry of DONER

25. The State Government is also accessing funds through the Ministry of DoNER to meet
the development needs of Manipur. Under its different funding windows — North East
Special Infrastructure Development Scheme (NESIDS); North East Special
Infrastructure Development Scheme - Other Then Road Infrastructure (NESIDS OTRI)
; Schemes for North Eastern Council (NEC); Prime Minister’s Development Initiative
for North Eastern Region (PM- DevINE), a total of 457 projects were approved for a
total cost of Rs.5107 crore. Out of this, 327 Projects are completed and another 121
Projects are ongoing.

26. Under The Prime Minister’s Development Initiative for North-East Region (PM
DevINE), DoNER is funding 8 Projects worth Rs. 593 crore. This includes —
development of infrastructure of Manipur Technical University ; Development of
Infrastructure of the processing zone of Manipur IT SEZ at Mantripukhri ; Construction
and equipping of 60 bedded State Mental Hospital in Lamphelpat ; Infrastructure
Development of DM University ; Infrastructure Development for Manipur University
of Culture at Wakha ; Providing Super Speciality and assured Speciality health care in
remote and hill district (infrastructure and equipment) in Manipur and Construction of
Manipur International Convention Centre, Imphal, Phase I .
